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Attachment C – Registered and Certified AOD Counselors

1.1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Registered Alcohol and Other Drug (AOD) Counselor is registered with a certifying organization that is recognized by DHCS in order to obtain certification as an AOD counselor. To be registered with a certifying agency, the following is required:
1. Completion of a 9-hour Orientation Course in Ethics;
2. Completion of a Registered Alcohol and Drug Technician (RADT) application;
3. Submit a signed copy of the California Substance Use Disorder (SUD) Counselor Code of Conduct; and
4. Submit a signed copy of the RADT Scope of Practice.
a. A RADT application must be renewed annually and submitted along with documented progress toward AOD counselor certification and three (3) hours of counselor ethics and professional boundaries.
1.2. Certified AOD Counselor is certified with a certifying organization as an AOD Counselor that is recognized by DHCS. To be certified with a certifying agency, the following is required:
1. 255 hours of field practicum;
2. A passing score on the International Certification & Reciprocity Consortium (IC&RC) written examination; and
3. 315 hours of approved AOD-specific education.
a. Applicants with this level of education must complete 3,000 hours of supervised work experience.
b. Applicants with an Associate’s Degree in Behavioral Science or Allied Mental Health Profession must complete 2,080 hours of supervised work experience.
